Bienvenida

Note cdmo respondié Pablo: fue positivo. El tenor de su carta es de alien-
to y resolucion. No arremetié contra sus criticos; no se defendié. De-
fendio el evangelio, pero lo hizo con amor y sin asperezas. Pablo estaba
feliz de que se predicara el nombre y las buenas nuevas de Jesucristo,
sin importar si el motivo era la sinceridad o la envidia. Estaba tan preocu-
pado por las almas de los demas que respondié con desinterés en lugar
de egoismo.

Lo sorprendente es que Pablo escribié esta alentadora carta durante su
confinamiento en una carcel romana, y los guardias de la prisién aprend-
ieron sobre el evangelio de él. Tus palabras y comportamiento también
pueden reflejar a Cristo a los incrédulos que encuentres. Que Dios te
ayude a mantenerte firme como lo hizo Pablo, incluso cuando tu situ-
acion pueda involucrar controversia y critica.

Handling Conflict and Criticism

Ask God to help you respond to conflict with
Christ’s love, kindness, and wisdom.

READ PHILIPPIANS 1:12-18

It is clear from today’s passage that Paul was
no stranger to conflict—even conflict caused
by members of the church. Some people were
upset that he preached to the Gentiles rather
than exclusively to Jews. They also didn’t like
the fact that he taught salvation by grace and
not law. And some people were teaching the

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message with a very different motivation from
the apostle’s.

Notice how Paul responded: He was positive. The tenor of his letter is
one of encouragement and resolve. He did not lash out at his critics; he
did not defend himself. He defended the gospel, but he did so in love
and without harshness. Paul was happy that the name and good news
of Jesus Christ were being preached, regardless of whether the motive
was sincerity or envy. He was so concerned for the souls of others that he
responded out of selflessness rather than selfishness.

What’s amazing is that Paul wrote this encouraging letter during his con-
finement in a Roman jail, and the prison guards learned about the gospel
from him. Your words and behavior can likewise reflect Christ to unbeliev-
ers you encounter. May God help you stay the course as Paul did—even
when your situation may involve controversy and criticism.
