GOD’S OBJECTIVE

In the 17th century, in the army of Cromwell,
the military leader of England, required that
each soldier carry a Bible. A young criminal had
joined that troop in the hope of obtaining loot.
Like all of his companions, he had to carry a Bi-
ble with him. After a day of rough battles, want-
ing to take bread from his backpack, he put his
hand on the book and discovered a mysterious
round hole in the cover. He looked closely and
noticed that a bullet had passed through part

of the volume, but had stopped on the page
of Ecclesiastes 11. With astonishment he read
these words: “Rejoice, young man, in your youth, and let your heart take
pleasure in the days of your life.” adolescence... but know that above all
these things God will judge you” (v. 9).

God was speaking to him! He was aware that he had brushed against death.
Without that book, he would probably be dead and would have entered
eternity unprepared to meet God. At that very moment he believed in Jesus
the Savior and from then on faithfully followed him to the end of his long
life. He used to say: “I owe my life to my Bible, the life of the body that it
preserved on the battlefield, and the life of my soul, which | found in Jesus
Christ.”

God speaks to men in a thousand ways: through an accident, a failure, a
rescue, a disappointment, or perhaps through the story you have just read...
God’s goal is to reach the conscience and the heart of his children. “My son,
give attention to my words; Incline your ear to my sayings. Do not let them
depart from your eyes; Keep them in the midst of your heart; For they are
life to those who find them, and medicine to all their body.”
