Nos encontramos con un enemigo que no podem-
0s ver, pero es real. Tenemos un enemigo sobrenatural y nos topamos con él o con
uno de sus emisarios con regularidad. Y nunca lo dudes: todo eso es real. Satanas
espera que su estrategia enganosa te juegue una mala pasada, te debilite y, en ul-
tima instancia, te derribe. El deseo del Acusador es arruinar tu testimonio y destruir
tu vida. En el proceso, si eso significa arruinar tus relaciones familiares, él ira alli. Si
es necesario tentarte a hacer chapuzas en algunos detalles en tu negocio, él ira alli.
Lo que sea necesario para derribarte, lo intentara. El hecho de que tengamos un
enemigo que no podemos ver no significa que no sea real.

Hay pruebas que soportamos y que no merecemos, pero estan permitidas. Lo leiste
correctamente. La vida incluye pruebas que no merecemos, pero que, sin embargo,
debemos soportar. En el misterio de la insondable voluntad de Dios, hay elementos
que nunca podremos explicar o comprender completamente. No intentes captar
cada hilo de Su plan profundo. Si te resistes a mi consejo, te sentiras cada vez mas
confundido, en ultima instancia estaras resentido y finalmente amargado. En ese
momento, Satanas habra vencido. Acéptalo. Soporta la prueba que ha sido permit-
ida por Dios. Nada toca tu vida que no haya pasado primero por las manos de Dios.

READ: Job I:1-12

Job has walked faithfully with God, certainly in his
adult years. He is now the best of the best, “greatest
of all the men of the east On top of all that, he is a
humble servant of God. But none of that impresses
Satan. Evil suspicions prompt his insidious plot: “You

of it, not because the Lord is truly first in his life.

There is an enemy who we encounter that we cannot see, but he is real. We have a
supernatural enemy, and we encounter him or one of his emissaries regularly. And
never doubt it—all of that is real. He hopes that his deceptive strategy will play
tricks on your mind and will weaken you and ultimately bring you down. The Accus-
er's desire is to ruin your testimony as he destroys your life. In the process, if it means
ruining your family relationships, he’ll go there. If it takes tempting you to secretly
cut a few corners in your business, which you would not have done in earlier days,
he'll go there. Whatever it takes to bring you down, he will try. Because we have an
enemy we cannot see does not mean he is not real.

There are trials we endure that we don't deserve, but they are permitted. You read
that correctly. Life includes trials that we do not deserve, but they must, neverthe-
less, be endured. In the mystery of God’s unfathomable will, there are elements we
can never explain or fully understand. Don't try to grasp each thread of His profound
plan. If you resist my counsel here, you'll become increasingly more confused, ulti-
mately resentful, and finally bitter. At that point, Satan will have won the day. Accept
it. Endure the trial that has been permitted by God. Nothing touches your life that
has not first passed through the hands of God. He is in full control, and because He
is, He has the sovereign right to permit trials that we don’t deserve.

We do have an unseen enemy, but we have an even more powerful, unseen
Defender.
