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superioridad; es liberador, no encierra al otro.

La benignidad también se manifiesta en la forma de hablar: una palabra
recta y sincera, una palabra que anuncia el bien. La benignidad es visible
en actos generosos y se une a la bondad.

Puede existir lo que se ha llamado «trampas de la benignidad», cuando
esta se convierte en complacencia con el mal, en cobardia o, aun peor,
en manipulacién. La auténtica benignidad cristiana tiene cuidado de de-
jar a la otra persona su libertad.

La benignidad se pone en practica mostrando interés por nuestro préji-
mo. Recordemos siempre que ella no es el resultado de nuestros esfuer-
z0s, sino el fruto del Espiritu de Dios en nuestros corazones.

Kindness is also manifested in the way of
speaking: a straight and sincere word, a word that announces good.
Kindness is visible in generous acts and is attached to goodness.

There can be what have been called “kindness traps”, when it turns into
complacency with evil, into cowardice or, even worse, into manipulation.
Authentic Christian kindness is careful to allow the other person their
freedom. It recognizes others’ differences, it welcomes them as loved by
God, thus bearing witness to a God who came to save us, but who does
not impose himself.

Kindness is put into practice by showing interest in our neighbor. Let us
always remember that it is not the result of our efforts, but the fruit of the
Spirit of God in our hearts. “The generous will themselves be blessed,
for they share their food with the poor.” (Proverbs 22:9)
