Christians, this image shows us that if our heart is not occupied with
good, with the things of the Lord, it will be occupied with other things.
The pointless things that the world offers, its fleeting happiness, or
worse, all the impurities that spread in broad daylight will fill our hearts.

If we want to be preserved from evil and widespread corruption, we must
think of Christ, of the “things above” (Colossians 3:2), of everything that
is true, everything honest, just, pure, lovely (Philippians 4 :8). The apostle
Paul prayed that Christ would dwell by faith in the hearts of believers, so
that they would be “rooted and grounded in love” and “filled with all the
fullness of God” (Ephesians 3:17, 19). His heart was full of this because
he had been “seized by Christ” (Philippians 3:12).

Let us give more place in our lives to the Lord Jesus, who said: “He who
loves me will keep my word; and my Father will love him, and we will
come to him, and make our home with him” (John 14:23).
