Desde el comienzo de la fe cristiana,

Las iglesias se han dado cuenta de la impor-
tancia de la Cena del Senor y buscan darle
un lugar central en su adoracion.

La razon es simple: Jesus dijo a sus discipu-
los que lo celebraran regularmente hasta que
El regrese, tal como lo celebré con ellos poco
antes de su muerte. El apéstol Pablo registro
la primera Cena del Sefior de esta manera:
“El Sefor Jesus, la noche en que fue entre-
gado, tomé pan, y habiendo dado gracias, lo

partio y dijo: Esto es mi cuerpo, que es por vo-
sotros; haced esto en memoria de mi” (1 Corintios 11:23-24). De manera
similar, Jesus les dio una copa de vino que simbolizaba Su sangre, “que
por muchos es derramada para perdon de los pecados” (Mateo 26:28).

En otras palabras, la Cena del Sefior siempre debe recordarnos la muerte
de Jesus por nosotros. El no tenia pecado y no merecia morir, pero vol-
untariamente tomo sobre si nuestros pecados y, con su muerte en la
cruz, compro nuestra salvacion. La Biblia dice: “La sangre de Jesus, su
Hijo, nos limpia de todo pecado” (1 Juan 1:7).

Nunca permitas que la Cena del Senor se convierta en algo ordinario o
aburrido. Nos habla del acontecimiento mas grande de la historia de la
humanidad: la muerte de Jesus por nosotros. Que Dios lo use para re-
cordarte su amor por ti y para reavivar tu amor por él.

1 Corintios 11:24-26
...24 y, después de dar gracias, lo parti6 y dijo: «Esto es mi cuerpo,
entregado por ustedes; hagan esto en memoria de mi».

25 De la misma manera, tomo la copa después de cenar y dijo: «Esta
copa es el nuevo pacto en mi sangre; hagan esto cada vez que be-
ban de ella en memoria de mi».

26 Porque cada vez que comen este pan y beben de esta copa, proc-
laman la muerte del Senor hasta que él venga.

Congregational Hymn The reason is simple: Jesus told His disciples

The Apostle Paul recorded that
Offering first Lord’s Supper this way: “The Lord Jesus,
Children/Youth Division .
Message on the night he was betrayed, took bread, and
Pastor Arturo Casco when he had given thanks, he broke it and
Doxology . L. . . .
said, ‘This is my body, which is for you; do this
in remembrance of me” (1 Corinthians 11:23-
24). In a similar way, Jesus gave them a cup of wine symbolizing His
blood, “which is poured out for many for the forgiveness of sins” (Matthew
26:28).

In other words, the Lord’s Supper should always remind us of Jesus’
death for us. He was sinless and didn’t deserve to die—but He willingly
took our sins upon Himself, and by His death on the cross He purchased
our salvation. The Bible says, “The blood of Jesus, his Son, purifies us
from all sin” (1 John 1:7).

Don’t ever let the Lord’s Supper become something ordinary or boring.
It tells us about the greatest event in human history: Jesus’ death for us.
May God use it to remind you of His love for you, and to rekindle your
love for Him.

1 Corinthians 11:24-26

“...24 and when He had given thanks, He broke it and said, “Take,
eat; this is My body which is broken for you; do this in remembrance
of Me.”

25 In the same manner He also took the cup after supper, saying,
“This cup is the new covenant in My blood. This do, as often as you
drink it, in remembrance of Me.

26 For as often as you eat this bread and drink this cup, you pro-
claim the Lord’s death till He comes.”
