that posed a dilemma: Was it better to obey
the Lord and risk angering the king or to dis-
obey God and please the ruler?

The underlying issue was allegiance to God. Daniel could have rational-
ized breaking the divine command by telling himself he was a servant and
had no choice. Instead, he resolved not to eat the royal food and sought
a solution that would honor the Lord and keep His law.

Today, many things that our world finds acceptable are outside God’s will
for His children. The struggle comes down to this: Our desire as Chris-
tians is to obey the Lord, whereas our fleshly side wants to please our-
selves. However, obeying God is always the right choice.

To become like Daniel, we must consistently apply Scripture to our de-
cision-making. Then, when challenges come, we’ll have the courage to
obey God’s commands.
