Filled with sadness, two disciples left Jerusalem and headed for a town
called Emmaus. Jesus approached them and told them of his death and
his glory (Luke 24:25-27). Later they said: “Did not our hearts burn within
us, while he spoke to us by the way, and when he opened the Scriptures
to us?” (v. 32).

On the night of that same day, the disciples gathered in one place and
prudently closed the doors. “Jesus came, and standing in the midst, he
said to them: Peace to you. And when he had told them this, he showed
them his hands and his side. And the disciples rejoiced when they saw
the Lord” (John 20:19-20). Jesus brought them peace, peace that he
made “through the blood of his cross” (Colossians 1:20), and that is ac-
companied by joy beyond compare.

That same day Jesus also had an encounter with Peter (Luke 24:34),
although the conversation that the Master had with his disciple who had
denied him remained secret. Yes, Jesus is alive!
