VIVIR LA VEJEZ CON DIOS

Muchas personas ancianas tienen la im-
presion de ser inutiles, cosa que les causa
gran sufrimiento: “jMe gustaria tanto ayudar
en algo! jPero ya no soy bueno para nada!

La vejez a menudo trae su parte de prob-
lemas, sus dias malos, de los cuales habla la
Biblia... Nuestras actividades se ven restrin-

gidas, debemos reconocer nuestros limites,
cada vez mas estrechos; se pierde la independencia; a menudo, a las
dificultades fisicas se aflade una disminucién de las facultades mentales
como la memoria o la capacidad de reflexionar.

Un creyente del siglo 4, Agustin, escribi6: “Para vivir la vejez con tranqui-
lidad es necesario poseer el gozo que da la fe cristiana”.

Es el resultado de una verdadera relacion
con Dios, la fuente viva de toda consolacién. “El da esfuerzo al cansado,
y multiplica las fuerzas al que no tiene ningunas” (Isaias 40:29). Dirige
nuestra mirada al que nos salvd, de manera que “aunque este nuestro
hombre exterior se va desgastando, el interior no obstante se renueva de
dia en dia” (2 Corintios 4:16).

A 4th century believer, Augustine, wrote: “To live old age peacefully it is
necessary to possess the joy that the Christian faith gives.” Many Chris-
tians have experienced this. It is the result of a true relationship with God,
the living source of all consolation. “He gives strength to the weary, and
multiplies strength to him who has none” (Isaiah 40:29). He directs our
gaze to the one who saved us, so that “although this outer man of ours
wears away, the inner man is nevertheless renewed from day to day”

(2 Corinthians 4:16).

Our life is in the hands of God the Creator and Savior, the only one who
has the power and wisdom to leave us on earth or take us with him,
whatever our age! If he wishes to keep us still alive, he assures us of his
fidelity: “My grace is sufficient for you; for my power is made perfect in
weakness” (2 Corinthians 12:9).
